Head
For infant
· Palpates fontanels/sutures

· Notes caput succedaneum

· Notes cephalohematoma
For infant/toddler

· Head shape

· Scalp lesions
Eyes

· Checks red reflex
· Checks corneal light reflex
Ears/Nose/Throat/Neck
· Ear position
· Nares patency   

· Pre-auricular pits, tags
· Checks for cleft palate
· Checks for tongue-tie

· Branchial cleft cysts, tags

Clavicles

· Checks for crepitus, fracture
Thorax

· Symmetry

· Breast tissue
	Lungs

· Observes rate, depth of breathing
· Auscultates (with correct findings)

Heart

· Palpates for position

· Auscultation

· Identifies murmur, if present

Abdomen

· Palpates:     liver     spleen     kidney

· Inspects umbilicus, in newborn
Genitalia

· Examines and identifies abnormalities
        Female: 

· Leukorrhea, in newborn

· Hernias
        Male:  

· Hypospadias

· Hernias/hydroceles
Anus

· Visual check for patency

Spine

· Dimples/hair tufts/sinus tracts

· Scoliosis/masses

Extremities

· Pulses

· Assessing for signs of developmental dysplasia of the hip: 

·  Thigh/Gluteal folds

·  Barlow/Ortolani

Reflexes

Checks:     
· Moro, suck, root. palmar grasp for infant
· Babinski sign

· Deep tendon reflexes
· Cranial nerves for toddlers
· Active/passive tone

· Spontaneous motor activity

· Cry


Overall Performance:   

· Satisfactory (performed >70% of maneuvers correctly without instruction & used exam sequence appropriate for the patient)
